The Basics… NAVLANTMETOC DET BRUNSWICK is a tenant activity within Brunswick Naval Air Station in Brunswick, Maine. NAS Brunswick is the home of Patrol and Reconnaissance Wing Five (P-3C aircraft). Our detachment is led by an Officer in Charge (LCDR) and a Leading Chief Petty Officer, and consists of 18 Aerographer’s Mates and Air Warfare Systems Operators, and one Navy civilian. Brunswick Naval Air Station is located approximately 30 minutes north of Portland and 10 minutes south of Bath, Maine. The detachment is located in the Air Operations building (bldg. 200)… simply look for the air traffic control tower and you’ll find us! Our Tactical Support Division operates within the Tactical Support Center. Click here for driving directions.

The Mission… Our mission is to provide full-spectrum meteorology and oceanography (METOC) services to NAS Brunswick and DoD activities between New Jersey and Maine. Our core mission areas are aviation weather forecasting (DD175-1), Sub-Regional Forecasting, and tactical METOC support for Commander, Patrol and Reconnaissance Wing Five. Our Immediate Superior in Command (ISIC) is the Naval Atlantic Meteorology and Oceanography Facility, in Jacksonville, FL.

Important Info… 

  o Housing… NAS Brunswick in on the critical housing list. Among other things, that means that rental homes are hard to find. If you and your family want to live off-base, contact the NAS Housing Office (921-2524) as soon as possible to begin your search. If you desire Navy housing, expect a 6-month (or longer) wait. Navy housing is located in Brunswick and Topsham. Single Sailors E4 and below must reside in the barracks - requests to draw BAH won’t be entertained by the NAS CO unless barracks reach 95% occupancy. Note: new dormitory-styled barracks will be ready for move-in in Spring 2002. 

o Climate… it’s not THAT cold, really! And no, you don’t need a 4-wheel drive vehicle to survive in the winter months, although it never hurts. Our proximity to the coast moderates the temperature; which you will appreciate during the summer and winter seasons. Click here to access our site climatology database.

o Work Environment… our Forecasters and Observers work on a 4-section watch bill, wherein you will work 0630-1830 for two weeks, then switch to 1830-0630 for the following two weeks. Watch sections consist of a 7412 Forecaster and Observer(s). The Flight Weather counter is manned 24/7 since the NAS airfield (almost) never closes. Our Tactical Support Division operates on a modified watch bill, were a duty AG/AW is on-call to prepare and brief aircrews. Normal working hours for "day-workers" are 0800-1630.
